The following was written between the entries of Aug 6, 1897 and Aug 7, 1897.


As the recognized greatest paper of the age I think you are peculiarly fitted to take the initiative in a national movement. Not long ago there was an effort made to return the captured battle flags to the South.  The opposition to this was so marked that it was apparent to all that the bitterness of the Civil Conflict had not died out.  While I think it exceedingly doubtful whether the South would desire to receive them.  I do not know why the North should wish to preserve as mementos evidences of the past that with ample resources of men and money and motivations of war she was four years in winning out a force many times smaller than her self. Be this as it may, the enthusisiam with which President McKinley’s action in regard to Confederate graves was received by the nation gives evidence of a total revelation of feeling and I believe a proposition coming from you to collect & make a bonfire of all captured flags & banners as a peace offering on the alter of restored brotherhood would meet the approval of the entire nation.  As the time is rapidly approaching where the numerous associations will meet  in the memory of the great man who had he but lived would have bid the billows  of dead to be still.  It seems that time to coordinate such an effort is particularly fitting.  Give these hurried remarks your consideration and if you think the idea worthy of being carried out sent your effort to the cause.
